FORT SHAFTER THRIFT SHOP

CONDITIONS OF CONSIGNMENT

The Fort Shafter Thrift Shop, Ft. Shafter, Hawaii, consigned articles from persons with a valid military I.D. (active duty/reserve/retired) and Government Services employees.  One account per sponsor.  The following conditions apply:

· The Thrift Shop does not assume any responsibility for the loss of, damage to, or destruction of any articles left on consignment.  The consignor expressly agrees that, in consideration for services rendered by the Thrift Shop, any loss resulting from any error made by Thrift Shop personnel as to erroneous price or marking at a price lower than asked by the consignor will be absorbed by the consignor without recourse of any kind against the Thrift Shop or its personnel.

· The Thrift Shop reserves the right to refuse any article for consignment.

· All articles accepted by the Thrift Shop will be consigned for a period of sixty (60) days-clothing, small household goods and electronics in good working order; for thirty (30) days-large furniture, toys and items taking up floor space plants; for two (2) weeks- plants.  

· The consignor has the option of reducing the asking price on any article during the consignment period.  Reduction of the price does not extend the contract period.

· The consignor may withdraw any of their merchandise at any time prior to the forfeit date and will be charged a 10% withdrawal fee of the original consigned price.

· All such articles not sold by the Thrift Shop or not withdrawn by the owner prior to or on the date of expiration (15 minutes prior to closing on the date of expiration) shall automatically become property of the Thrift Shop.

· The consignor must ensure that all mechanical, electrical and/or or electronic merchandise is in good working condition.  Lamps must be consigned with working light bulbs and any electronics requiring batteries must be equipped with new batteries on the day of consignment.

· The Thrift Shop will deduct thirty percent (30%) of the selling price for each article sold.  Consignors will receive 70% of all items sold before the expiration dates.  Consignors are not notified as items sell.

· Private sales in or in the area outside the Thrift Shop property are prohibited and may result in the loss of Consignor privileges.

· Daily consignments are limited to 16 items per day.  If on PCS/ETS orders, Consignors may schedule up to 6 consignment appointments with the Consignment Supervisor to bring a total of 48 items each time.

· Items determined unacceptable by the Thrift Shop after consignment and which are not reclaimed after notifying the consignor, will become property of the Thrift Shop to be disposed of as they see fit.
· Checks for proceeds from articles sold will be available to the consignor the first Thrift Shop business day, after the 10th of the month.  It is the responsibility of the Consignor to pick up their individual checks at the Thrift Shop.  All checks will be void after 90 days.

· Departing personnel are advised to provide three (3) stamped, self-addressed envelopes to ensure receipt of all possible checks due them.

· Checks returned by the Post Office due to an incorrect address or change of address will be cancelled if not claimed within ninety (90) calendar days from the date of issue.

· Checks not presented to the bank for payment within ninety (90) days will be permanently cancelled and automatically become property of the Thrift Shop.

Personnel working in the Ft. Shafter Thrift Shop, with the exception of the Manager, Assistant Manager, Bookkeeper, Cashier and Consignment Supervisor, are volunteers.  Profits from the Ft. Shafter Thrift Shop are used by the Hui O’ Wahine Officer, Enlisted and Civilian Spouses’ Club for charitable causes and scholarships.
